Team Identification

· Upon arrival to the parade gathering site your team will be given a team identification sheet. This will assist the judges with the identification of the teams and divisions. Please ensure that the identification sheet is placed on the passenger's window.

Entering and Exiting the Parade Area

· Only towing vehicles and floats will be allowed in the Parade Staging area.  A drop off site / drive through will be available.  This will be enforced due to congestion and for the safety of our children.  
· Please do not try to drive directly to your float as you will not be allowed. 
· No vehicle will be driven past the drop off area with the exception of the float. Please make plans accordingly.  
· For younger teams you may want to have a couple of parents as runners for the parents dropping off the kids to take them to the float. 
· Parking is limited so consolidating vehicles is very important. 

General Information

· All teams are responsible for your clean up.  Please include cleanup in your plans.

· Children riding floats will be allowed to throw candy and/or trinkets.  Please remind your children to refrain from throws that may be harmful to people and vehicles.  

· Please remember safety is our main priority.  Please remind parents to keep an eye on their children at all times.  If they are leaving them with a designated adult please ask them to keep them from running around the staging area.

· In case of an emergency please be sure and pull your vehicle to the right side of the road. 

· PLEASE REMEMBER THE PEOPLE THAT WILL BE HELPING WITH THE PARADE ARE ALL VOLUNTEERS.  PLEASE ASK YOUR PARENTSTO BE RESPECTUL OF THEIR REQUEST.  THERE IS A REASON FOR WHAT WE ARE ASKING THE PARENTS TO DO.
