MANAGER/COACHES AGREEMENT
Thank you for your interest in managing or coaching a CSA team.  Please read the following agreement.  If you feel you can abide by the following requirements, your signed application and agreement will be accepted and considered for the Spring season.  This completed agreement is to be submitted and retained on file before anyone may be considered for manager or coach of a CSA team.
I UNDERSTAND AND AGREE THAT:

1. I may not charge to or on behalf of CSA anything without approval from the current CSA Board and said such charge approval recorded in the Board meeting minutes.

2. I will accept responsibility for the distribution of all issued CSA equipment and return or replacement of said equipment after the final league game or at a time set by the Equipment Manager.

3. I will not remove CSA property (i.e. pitching machines, etc.) from the CSA complex without prior approval from the CSA Field Commissioner.

4. I will abide by the Rules and Regulations as set forth by Dixie, as well as the CSA By Laws.

5. I will accept responsibility for my conduct, as well as the conduct of my players and parents when representing the CSA at home and away games including tournaments. 

6. I may be removed at any time as manager/coach by Commissioner if I am found in violation of the agreement.

7. I understand that if I receive (3) three strikes for leaving equipment out, boxes unlocked, and maintaining the field I will not be able to practice at the CSA complex for the remainder of the season.

· Field preparation – the designated Home team is responsible for field preparation, which includes proper placement of bases and marking batter’s box, foul lines, etc.  The Visitors are responsible for returning the bases to the field boxes and raking the fields.
